Module 1-Lesson #2 Mountains and water

You will learn:

Mix colors on palette

Wet into wet gradated wash.

To obtain lighter color, add more water.

Light object on dark background and dark object on white background

Perspective.

Light source awareness.

1. Mix a Ultramarine Blue color with a little Alizirin Crimson on palette

2. Do Not wet mountain area 

3. Start at top of mountain adding mixed color and gradually adding water to brush each pass until the bottom of sky is white. Small gradated washes for each layer of mountain.

4. Wait until one layer of mountain range is completely dry before repeating the gradated wash.

5. For trees at the top of the mountain range, use small round brush in the dark color and gradually fade the trees into the mountain.  Dark to light.

6. Mix Ultramarine Blue and Cobalt Blue for the water color.

7. The water is painted the same way as the mountains, with a gradated wash darker at the top and gradually getting lighter at the bottom.

8. Leave a white shoreline where water and land meet.

9. Scratch out white capped waves with razor blade or xacto knife when paint is completely dry.
