Palette knife

1. Draw or transfer the mill onto paper. 

2. Note values, darkest, middle and lightest

3. Wet part of background tree area. Paint trees in loose fashion and leave white in fog area.  Trees behind mill should be dark area.  Do not paint to edge of paper if you are doing a vignette.  (leave white of paper all around the entire scene).

4. Use palette knife while trees are still whet to indicate some of the tree trunks.

5. Also, use palette knife or paint around poles on deck to preserve the white of the paper.

6. Note sun light source for shadows.  Assume it is from upper right corner.

7. Paint mill by wetting walls and mingling colors wet into wet.

8. Mill wheel may be painted dark completely and spokes lifted or squeegeed.

9. Leave white areas where water is coming off wheel.

10. Paint stone by wetting area, mingle colors wet into wet, squeegee with palette knive a few stones.  Add stone shadow details when dry.

11. Add details on dock.

12. Wet entire water and add light colors first into wet area, then darker colors.  (leave white for reflections of roof and dock poles, etc.  Remember to leave lots of white around edges- VIGNETTE!

13. Sign the picture
