You will learn:

Simplify the picture

Wet into Wet

Palette knife/blotting

Light source

Leave white

Dark shadows/various colors

1. Wet building area and and mingle a few light colors of the rocks

2. blot out a few bricks with paper towel and/or use palette knife to squeegee the rocks at the “perfect moment”

3. paint the coor and shutters, varying the color from top to bottom, also leave a few white lines in door and shutter on right side where the sun catches the edges (details of a darker color added later on the upper and left side in shadows of inner shutters and the outer right and lower sides of outer shutters

4. paint in red flowers leaving white on the upper left of each bloom

5. paint leaves and flower box in darker colors, carefully painting around (negative painting the dark shadows 

6. paint light of plant with a light yellow first, leaving white highlights on upper left side

7. next paint plant middle values, then very darks of shadows on lower right of plant

8. potter is painted leaving the left side totally white and using a bright color next to white and mingle dark shadow on right side, pull color at bottom of pot into ground to make a shadow of same color, varying the color in the shadow as you move away.  Important:  make interesting shapes at bottom of picture where shadows occur.

9. window frame must be a little lighter than glass to show up

10. Glass is done very dark leaving a few totally white areas and vary the color from Dark blue to green red reflections  and light blue of sky reflected in the panes.

11. Finish with a little detail in rocks of house (only paint a few detailed rocks in a few areas to give the feel and indication of a detailed rock wall

12. Sign the picture
