Lifting

1. Draw or transfer the trees and lily pads onto paper.

2. Paint trees in various light and dark green and the few very dark reds

3. Paint the very dark negative areas around the trees and shadows; the willow trees dark shadows are vertical.

4. the lily pads may be masked out in a broad area (not individual pads), or you may paint around them to maintain the white of the paper.

5. Paint the lighter relections of the trees and very darks while the water area is wet.  Leave white of paper for reflections of sky (more than in the photo.

6. Paint the few tree trunks with a dark color.

7. Negative paint around the individual pads 

8. Paint the colors in the pads and flowers

9. Lift vertical streaks with brush or sponge for weeping willow reflections.

10. Lift any areas in background to create lights against darks in tree and water areas.

11. Sign the picture
