Module 14-Lesson # 4 Lion


 
You will learn:

Animal portrait

Negative painting

Shadows

Background 

1. Draw or transfer the lion onto paper, ensuring you know where the very dark shadows are.

2. Not the light source is from the upper left of the picture (shadows on right side)

3. Wet areas of lion, leave dry the very white of eyes, under eyes, muzzle, and other strategic areas to leave white.

4. Mingle light raw sienna and orange, burnt sienna into the fur

5. Decide the background color and add to one side or the other leaving most of the background white

6. Then add water to fur side of background color to let it soften to resemble fur

7. Mingle a darker background color into the dark shadows on the lion (remember the dark side of the face and mane is 40% darker than the lighted side of the face

8. When dry add the little detail of darks around eyes, nose mouth, and fur

9. Some of the fur may be lifted in the dark areas

10. It is important to have the little bright white areas in the eyes (paint around, or scrape with sharp knife at the finish)

11. Also a few shiskers may be scratched in with an xacto knife and some painted darker on light side of the head.

12. Sign the picture
