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Module 17-Lesson # 5 Thatched Roof Cottage (hot pressed paper) 
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You will learn:

Dark details

1. Note:  Hot pressed watercolor paper is similar to cold pressed, but is smoother and does not absorb the water and paint.  It reacts a little like Yupo, but not as drastic, it still has some absorbency.  Hot Pressed paper will blossom, leave them in the painting and work with it.

2. Draw or transfer the building and trees onto paper

3. wet the sky area and add very light blue.

4. wet some of the tree area and bushes and add the lighter yellow first, then the middle green and some of the darker blue/green for the shadows.

5. Add the red/orange flowers, then the yellowish grass and the darker green leaves, followed by the blue leaves.

6. Add the yellow bush in front of house starting with yellow, then light green and darker blue.  Same with the green foliage on the right side of painting.

7. Wet the thatched roof and add light color burnt sienna and brown and some violet for color.  Then add darker shadows for details.

8. Chimneys are reddish at bottom and blue and darker at top.  A palette knife may be used to squeegee the texture into the chimney.

9. Paint house details of windows and doors and some streaks in windows for curtains.

10. Paint details of wrought iron fence and light pole.

11. Sign the picture
