Perspective

1. Draw or transfer the trees and shadow onto paper

2. Note the light source from back center of painting.

3. (the key to this painting is to keep it fresh and smoothly blended;  do this by not going back into it later).

4. Begin painting by wetting the entire sky area.

5. Add light cobalt blue on the lower and near center, Keep the sun area completely white (dab with Kleenex if necessary, but keep lines soft by wetting with water again, after dabbing).

6. Add darker blue with a mixture of violet, or alizarin crimson, or permanent rose, or brown madder.

7. Lift clouds with a damp brush and Kleenex if needed.

8. Wet entire bottom of painting and add cobalt blue and a touch of  your red choice to snow, keep the center very white (sun reflection on snow.

9. Before snow dries add the shadows blue and red (note how the center shadow is more diffused towards us.  Lift tree shadows to maintain white between branches as necessary.  (note how the perspective for the tree shadows fans out from the focal point of the sun and are darker and crisper closer to the trees.

10. Paint the trees as one solid dark (same two colors) shape with the tops of the trees in detail.  The trees at center top will show much more light as the sun shines through.

11. The trees in the distance are a little lighter.
