Simple background

1. draw or transfer giraff onto watercolor paper,

2. Wet entire sky area, add light blue gradated wash, darker at top to white at bottom.

3. wet entire giraff, 

4. mingle underpainting colors, wet into wet painting, lightest colors first

a. Light yellow, darker yellow, tan,

while still wet, eliminate highlights (white areas as needed)

5. while still damp, add light blue and dark blue for shadows 

6. add fur spots of light tan to dark tan

7. wet mountain area, add violet color (mix cobalt blue and alizarin crimson-lightly) and mingle darker blue in shadow of mountain

8. wet bushes and mingle yellow ochre and green (mix cobalt blue and yellow)

9. mingle dark color (ultramarine blue and burnt umber)

10. add simple foreground (see instructor) soft and hard horizontal lines 

11. Using same colors as bushes, stamp on natural sponge (light colors first to dark colors) for soft background leaves. (lightly applied)

12. detail brush the background limbs, vary color from light yellow, orange to blue to brown down the limbs.  While still wet, squeegee limb with palette knife to obtain texture of bark.

13. finish fine details on the giraffe.

14. sign painting
