Light source awareness.

Simple dark background

1. draw or transfer flowers onto watercolor paper,

2. note light source from upper left corner.

3. wet entire flower area, add light pink and light violet (light blue) and a little yellow ochre and let it mingle.

4. use papertowel to dab out color to make a hard edge for the brightest of white petals.

5. when dry, add darker reds to buds and delineate some of the hard edged shadow areas and blend the lines as needed.

6. add a few green leaves, which are in highlights (blue and yellow mixture).

7. a very dark background will bring out the white/light colored flowers.  Wet a portion of the background. Mix burnt umber, ultramarine blue, yellow ochre and mingle into wetted background allowing some of the lighter color to vary the color intensity.

8. Repeat in each of the background areas.

9. when almost dry, lift some of the details in the leaves in shadow.

10. add details to the leaves in shadow.
