San Diego d’ Alcala Mission

1. Draw or transfer the mission onto the watercolor paper

2. Wet the entire sky area, careful not to get water onto the building area

3. Painting is done with cadmium yellow, cadmium red and cobalt blue

4. While paper is very wet add very faint yellow to bottom of sky area

5. Add red and blue mingling color in sky area

6. Let dry

7. Wet a section of the mission and add the three colors adjacent to each other and let them blend on their own

8. Wet another section and repeat step 7

9. Do the same with the forground

10. Add a little detail with the same colors, pots, plants, trees, etc.

11. Sign painting
