You will learn:

Wet into wet color mingling

Adding minimal details

Highlights and shadows

Light source awareness.

1. Draw or transfer the grapes onto watercolor paper.  

2. Note the light source from the upper right corner. 
3. Wet each individual grape and mingle colors.  Some grapes will be white on highlight side where the sun is hitting.  Vary the colors of the grapes from red to blue, to blue with a touch of red, and lastly a few green, non-ripe grapes. 
4. Wet individual leaves and mingle light colors first, yellow, green, blue and some with red or tan colors for fall (vary each leaf). 
5. When the leaf is wet scrape the vein of the leaf with the palette knife. 
6. Wet background in each location and mingle light and dark background colors, scrape a few of the stems into the background color to achieve the white paper 

7. Add the branches and stems (vary the colors from tan, brown, red and blue) , noting the curly parts of the stems; use the palette knife 
8. Sign the masterpiece.
