Beta fighting fish

1. Draw or transfer the fish onto paper. 

2. Wet fish body and mingle red and blue colors 

3. While still wet use damp brush or tissue to create white highlight on body 

4. Put darker color on bottom of fish for shadow, while wet 

5. Wet one fin at a time and mingle blue and red colors 

6. When dry, add details with smaller brush, scales, mouth, eyes and fin details 

7. Minor highlights on eyes and fins may be scraped with an x-acto knife, pocket knife or razor blade. 

8. We will not do a background except above the mouth of the fish, wet the area and add blue or red, very lightly 

9. Use tissue to make a white, round bubble or two (different sizes) 

10. When dry, detail the bubble with color for roundness and a shadow side 

11. Sign the fish picture
