Pen and Ink with Watercolor Wash

1. Draw or transfer the goat picture onto paper. 

2. Note sun angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. The pen we are using is a Micron .01 (permanent ink)

4. Pen and ink techniques may be done in any of the following ways:

crosshatching, contour lines, parallel lines, stippling, criss-cross lines, scribble and wavy lines.  We will use the criss-cross line method (randomly crossing hair like strokes)

5. Note direction of hairs and make the pen mark accordingly.

6. Use more lines in shadow area, less lines in highlight area.

7. For round contour shapes make lines follow the contour.

8. Watercolor wash may be done first or after the pen and ink work.  In this lesson we will do the ink work first followed by the watercolor wash.  Permanent Ink will not run when wet.

9. Make sure you save the white as much as possible when adding the wash.

10. You may wet the area first-  Start wash with light colors, adding darker colors while the wash is wet to mingle colors

11. If color gets into light areas, lift the paint with the brush

12. Shadow areas may be added last after wash is dry with cobalt blue

13. Sign the picture
