1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper.   

2. Note:  no light angle (light is flat).

3. Mask water splashes on sidewalk and wave lines.

4. Wet entire paper and add a wash of grayed down colors.

5. Before wash dries, add reflections of foreground objects.

6. Add light color of buildings in the far background.

7. Lift color in background for highlights (not too light)

8. And add darks in background buildings (not much contrast)

9. Using same color mix, but very dark, add light post, gondolas, bridges and posts.

10. Lift lighter areas in foreground objects.

11. Add final details to waves on sidewalk

12. Sign the picture
