1. Draw or transfer the man onto paper.

2. Note light angle and put arrow for direction (from upper left).

3. Lightly mask necklace to maintain white.

4. Note:  highlights on face and muscles will remain white.

5. Add lightest color of yellow ochre (or raw sienna) around lightest area.

6. Add next lightest colors of burnt umber and burnt sienna.

7. Add darkest color of French ultramarine blue and burnt umber mix for a blending of all dark shadows.

8. Add a cobalt blue to face area of beard and some on chest.

9. Option 1 background: Lightly wet the background on right side of man and add a mix of the above colors (make it look like the body is coming out of the shadow

10. On light side of body also wet and add lighter color fading to the white towards edges of painting.

11. Remove masking fluid, when painting is dry and add details and shadows to necklace.

12. Option 2 background:  Add light stripe and let dry.

13. Add vertical stripe and paint over the light stripe letting transparency of color show through.
