Wet into wet

Bodie, Doorway- Pen & Ink

1. Draw or transfer the house onto paper.

2. Decide on light angle and put arrow for direction. (upper left side)

3. Wet sky and apply blue

4. Apply blue to some of the window areas (reflection of sky on glass).

5. Leave some of the panes white and some gray or partially in blue.

6. Wet the grass area and mingle yellow, raw sienna and a little blue.

7. The building is mostly brown and an off white.  But add a little extra color to make it interesting.

8. Start with the off white, light color.

9. Add burnt sienna and raw sienna to roof and bricks of chimney.

10. Add burnt sienna, raw sienna and a blue to old weathered wood (use dry brush method- do not wet area first).

11. Lift lighter areas of boards on side of house.

12. Add darkest shadows and details.
