Water reflections in Primoston, Croatia

1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper. 

2. Note light source right to left.

3. Note values:  Lightest front boats, middle background buildings, darkest water.

4. Start by wetting the background buildings/walkway and lightly mingle light blue, tan, reddish brown.  Leave umbrellas white and dry, a couple buildings are lighter.

5. Add dark detailed areas in marketplace and fronts of buildings and distant hills.

6. When mostly dry, add roof color, shadows of buildings and windows.  Vary colors in windows, not just a dark square.

7. Add light colors of background boats, next add shadow side of the boats.

8. Add light colors on foreground boats, next add shadows on the boats.

9. After everything is painted, wet the water area and add reflection colors wet-into-wet, (which are a little darker than the objects) and continue with the blue-green color, water getting darker towards the foreground (very dark).

10. Sign the picture
