You will learn:

Wet into wet sky

Flat wash

Dry brush

1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper. 

2. wet sky area and mix blue and a little brown to make an overcast rainy sky, a little darker for clouds

3. When sky is dry, add light blue color to distant mountains

4. Add next layer of blue with brown for darker, closer mountains

5. add next closest layer, same as above with a little green

6. Closest layer is more light yellow, reeds,  add dark to bottoms of reeds while wet.

7. Paint water similar color as sky, using horizontal strokes and saving white areas for reflections, use some dry brush

8. Add darker area towards front of painting for perspective, use some dry brush

9. Sign the picture
