Lesser Scaup Drake

1. Draw or transfer the duck onto paper. 

2. Note light source angle (from left upper).

3. Wet white area of duck and add just a little color for roundness.

4. Wet head and breast (keep eye and beak dry and white).

5. add purple color on head of duck and purple and green to breast, keep adding a very dark rich color of dark blue, green and or violet until you reach the very darkest rich color desired.

6. Lift highlights on head, neck and breast as desired before dry preferably.

7. Wet the back dark feathers and add violet colors and dark until darkness is reached (maintain white of back feathers.

8. Detailed feathers may be painted in green, blue and violet on duck’s back.

9. Add very deep yellow to duck’s eye and when completely dry add the dark center of eye.

10. add cerulean blue to beak, careful to keep white highlights and add dark when dry.

11. Wet water and background areas, careful to wet around the completed duck.

12. Add wet into wet a few colors of raw sienna, violet and a little green.

13. As water and background is drying a little, add the darker, richer colors and also the reflections in the water.  Add more detail to reflections as water dries.

14. Lift water ripples as necessary.

15. Add darker ripples in water as necessary.
