Module 14-Lesson # 1 Morning Glories

Lifting

1. Draw or transfer the flowers and vines onto paper.

2. Wet entire background, except leave the morning glory flowers dry.

3. Note the subtle colors in the wall background and mingle the colors of raw sienna, violet, cobalt blue and alizarin crimson, darker in areas and lighter, almost white in others where the sun hits.  (paint over the leaves, but paint around the dry brighter flowers.

4. Splatter some darker colors for texture.

5. When dry, lift out some of the lighter leaves and other white flowers.

6. Paint the green leaves with yellow and green mingling.

7. Negative paint some of the same cark colors of the background which are the shadows of the leaves vines and flowers.

8. Paint flowers, yellow in center, violet colors of morning glories and add subtle shadow colors on flowers.  Add darker blue shadows by glazing over the darker leaves with cobalt or darker ultramarine blue.

9. Sign the picture
