Highlights and Shadow contrasts

1. Monday’s class, Island Woman I.

2. Draw or transfer the woman onto paper.  Note sun direction is from the upper left.

3. Start by painting an indication of the eyeballs, nostrils, lips and darker areas.  (This is done so you will not totally lose the drawing when applying the skin colors.

4. Wet the skin area and add the lightest color of the brown skin, which is raw sienna, further to the shadow side add more burnt sienna or brown madder and darker brown umber to the darkest side.  Add a blue tone to the shadow area of the face as a reflected light area and bring it up into the dark of the scarf and hair.

5. Add subtle indications of the shirt, lighter on the light side and darker on the shadow side.  You may paint this on dry to leave the stripes and torn areas on the shirt.

6. Paint the bandana wet onto dry to save the sharp highlight lines.

7. While painting the shirt and bandana, wet a portion of the background and add background colors and clothing colors to mix wet into wet on some of the edges.  This will give the very loose feeling of the painting and eliminate some of the hard edges.  Some hard edges are needed to make structure to the painting.

8. Add facial features, which are shadows in the face area.  Some of the highlights may have to be lifted to get the white of the eyes and any facial highlights missed.

9. Sign the painting.

10. Tuesday’s Class, Island Woman II. Note sun direction is from the upper right.

11. Paint this watercolor portrait similar to Monday’s woman, except in reverse, light from the opposite direction and more shadow areas.

12. Sign the picture
