Module 17-Lesson # 1 Farm House
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You will learn:

Light source awareness

Near monotone painting

Shadows

Trees

Detail

Palette knife

1. Draw or transfer the farm House and trees onto paper

2. Paint the shadow side of the white house in blue and violet shades.  Care to save some white of the tree leaves in a few areas.

3. Darker shadows under porches and eaves.

4. Wet tree leaves and mingle light and darker colors (very dark along the outer edge of the white building. (do not outline) and negative paint around the old pump.

5. You may add the red of the old barn in back right side of picture.

6. Also mingle the shadow areas on the grass and add water to soften areas.

7. Add very dark shadows with color under house.

8. Add dark tree bark, when wet the highlight side may be squeegeed with the palette knife to create bark look.

9. Add details of windows, doors, railings, etc.

10. Sign the picture
