Simple background

1. draw or transfer cat LIGHTLY onto watercolor paper,

2. wet entire cat, except eye area

3. mingle underpainting colors, wet into wet painting

a. Light pink in ears, chin and neck areas

b. Yellow ochre and burnt umber for body areas (note darker areas behind behind neck and ears and under arms, etc.

4.
while still wet, add darker stripes (burnt umber and ultramarine blue to get dark stripes)

5. also, while still wet, with damp, but dry brush, take out highlights in the fur areas

6. Wet eye, except for white highlight and add green and yellow, with little aliz crimson in center.  (when dry add black eye slit).

7. add detail whisker spots and a few dark hairlines with small brush

8. Add simple background.

9. add signature to bottom right or left of painting (placement is important).
