Clouds

1. Draw only the mountains on the lower portion of the paper

2. Note sun angle and add arrow to your painting.

3. Wet mountain area only

4. Paint wet into wet with yellow, red and dark blue mingling

5. Wet most of the sky, leaving dry the pure white areas of the sky and clouds

6. Turn paper upside down and paint yellow, then red, then dark blue in a gradated wash (use more colors in certain darker areas rather than even wash)

7. Soften edges of dry paper with water only, wet brush

8. While sky is still wet, wad up kleenex tissues to lift out color and make clouds

9. Press harder to make whiter and softer to make less prominent clouds

10. Note light source and add dark (of same color) to each of the shadows on the clouds

11. Soften edges of some clouds with wet brush or spray bottle

12. Sign the picture
