Think Like An ARTIST!

Row of Homes- Night (MOOD PAINTING)

1. Draw or transfer the row of homes onto paper. 

2. Decide on brightest area in your painting.

3. Wet paper first on buildings and above and below buildings.

4. No need to wet entire sheet of paper.

5. First Wash- wet loose, mingle colors Yellow Ochre, Cad Yellow and a little Alizarin Crimson on paper disregarding inside lines.  Don’t paint the focal point of the painting- LEAVE WHITE!

6. Second Wash- Darks to create depth Mix dark colors, but vary the color Ult Blue and a little Aliz Crimson.  Separate the shapes with value change.

7. Add details, dark on light and light on dark.  Add people dark on light background and light on dark background.

8. Third wash- Dark on all sides, top and bottom of painting, Ult Blue and a little aliz Crimson, a little Cobalt Blue in dark sky area.

9. Sign the picture
