1. Draw or transfer the scene onto paper, building should be in upper part of paper on the side (not middle).   

2. Note light angle and put arrow for direction.

3. You may splatter a little masking fluid on foreground below barn. (to maintain a few spots of white later).

4. Wet the entire sky area, leaving the barn dry.

5. Sky is very light not much color but cobalt blue towards top, cerulean blue in middle and add yellow ochre or raw sienna towards the ground.

6. While background is still wet use French Ultramarine, Burnt Sienna and Raw Sienna very dark mingling near barn and lighter as get away from barn on hillside.

7. While bushes are still wet, flood in water in foreground.

8. Let two blues run randomly down into wet areas.

9. While very wet, paint a random pattern with dark and brown colors, starting at the barn and tunning down.  Leave lots of white areas on right, left and bottom.

10. When still wet, but drying, spatter with brush for large spots and a toothbrush for small .  And at the magic moment, squeegee a few fence posts and rocks in foreground.

11. When dry, do some negative painting to indicate rocks and bushes, fence posts and wagon wheel.

12. Lift color with wet brush and tissue.

13. Add detail to barn, keeping it light in value.

14. Sign the picture
