Gradated wash

Wet-into-Wet

Salt

1. Draw or transfer the foam and rocks onto paper. 

2. Wet entire paper except for foam area

3. Gradated wash on wet paper, darker at top, lighter at bottom, Sand color tan, brown and a little reddish brown

4. Add a little dark variation in sand while still wet

5. Add salt in sand area

6. Dab paper towel to eliminate color in rock areas.

7. Lift highlights in sand before sand dries

8. Note light source direction

9. Add shadows to rocks and sand when paper is dry

10. Also add details to rocks and a little color with dry brush (add salt on some of rocks also)

11. Wet entire foam area and mingle wet-into-wet blue and blue-brown lightly

12. Add shadow from foam onto sand and also on foam itself

13. Add salt in foam area

14. Paint dark bubbles in foam and a few dark areas of water in body of foam
