You will learn:

Delicate petals

Delicate leave treatment

Paint dew drop

Paint glass

My sensitive side

1. Draw or transfer the rose and vase onto paper. 

2. Wet one petal at a time and add the subtle lighter colors first, yellow or blue or light orange, then the darker colors when still wet in the inner side of each petal

3. Leave a small dot of white dry on one of the leaves to create a dew drop (Inn) on the petal (Dew drop should have a white area color area and dark shadow area at bottom

4. Paint leaves using a little color variation of blue, red, yellow or light green.  Veins may be lightly scraped in with the end of the palette knife while leave is still wet

5. Vary color and darkness of step down the entire length

6. Add subtle color reflections from flower and leaves in the glass and be careful to save glass highlights as pure white of the paper

7. Add a little blue color of water in vase

8. A very subtle shadow may be painted, darker at vase and fading to near nothing in distance

9. Background is optional, may use very subtle colors for background, not covering much area (leave most white)

10. Sign the picture
