AMERICA- pen and ink watercolor wash

1. Draw or transfer the map onto paper. 

2. Draw a scroll onto the edge of the map and ink tears in edges

3. Ink in countries

4. Ink latitude and longitude lines noting curves of the scrolled parchment

5. Ink small icons of ships etc

6. Ink logo of America 

7. Wet only portions of the map and mingle yellow, tan, burnt sienna and brown to give the look of old paper

8. Outline continents in different colors, blend (soften) the inside edge of the colors while still wet

9. Add darker colors to map where it is curved and on some edges of parchment

10. paint logos and icons

11. Add as much detail as you like with wording and signage

12. Sign the picture
